Nevertheless, it has been a very
rewarding experience for me to
participate in many of our Branch
activities as well as the consult-
ations and discussions with
government agencies and other
related organizations which have
been a feature of the recent past.

Our Association has made pos-
itive contributions to many industry-rel-
ated activities and is still exerting its influ-
ence in numerous ways in spite of the legen-
dary difficulties with which we are faced
‘at home " in keeping the lights burning.

Qur Branches have been meeting
regularly and it is here that our members
are being kept up 1o date, not only with
local and worldwide technical developments,
but also with non-technical matters that
affect us all in the day to day running of
our organisations.

The attendance by municipal engin-
eering representatives at some of these
Branch meetings has been disappointing
and steps are being taken to try to
rectify this. Branch Committees and their
Affiliate representatives have been urged to
increase their efforts in encouraging their
peers and colleagues to attend and con-
tribute to these important forums.

We have continued to build up our
good relations with SALGA and provide
support whenever possible to its endeavours
in all matters impacting on the process of
delivering an electricity service in a muni-
cipal environment.

This included the formulation of a
SALGA stance on ‘An Alternative Approach
to the Restructuring of the Electricity
Distribution Industry (EDI)’, in preparation
Jfor a possible national debate being re-
opened on this issue following the demise

e SALGA paper sets out an
approach to reform the electricity
distribution industry (EDI)

based on the lessons from
previous reform processes and a stake-
holder engagement process.
AMEU representatives have also
participated in a SALGA
process to expedite a roadmap
approach for a National
Eleciricity Distribution
Framework Agreement and
a Memorandum of Under-
standing (MoU) between
SALGA and Eskom. These are
designed to address the issue of
ensuring the implementation of Service
Delivery Agreements (SDA) for areas
where Eskom is a service provider and
thus ensure that local authorities are able
to deliver on their mandate for the
provision of services to local commun-
ities in a sustainable manner:
With winter now upon us, 1 know
that many of our colleagues are strugg-
ling to keep the lights burning and
that parts of our networks are fully
loaded and in urgent need of upgrading.
In this regard, while the practical
benefits are still a long way off; at least
we can take comfort from the fact the
consultants who have been appointed to
update the estimate of the backlog in
electricity network maintenance,
refurbishment and upgrading and
have completed the first stage of their
work, and have reported back to the
Department of Energy.
The initial project by EDI Holdings in
2008 heralded an industry
‘Approach to Distribution Asset Man-
agement (ADAM) "with an estimated
backlog of around R28bn. The new
backlog estimate will no doubt be con-
siderably higher but the important
question to be answered is ‘What are
we going to do about it? . No doubt,

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There is ongoing engagement
and co-operation with Eskom to keep
loads within the capacity constraints
that they are currently operating
under and I am pleased that our eff-

orts are assisting them with relatively

little inconvenience to our consum-
ers, at least at this stage.

A matter of increasing impori-
ance to those of us managing the
day-to-day operation of networks is
the growth of small scale embedded
generators and I am pleased to
remind you that, under the able guid-
ance of our City Power colleague,
Gerrit Teunissen, a special commit-

tee has now produced a guide-line
document that will assist us all in
handling the applications that are
increasingly flowing from this
technology.

Also, we are working with
NERSA 1o try to improve the tariff
approval processes and the challen-
ges that we face in our utilities in
trving to met the various deadlines
within which we have to work.

The Association is also partici-
pating in the Presidential Infrasiruc-
ture Coordination Commission's
Strategic Integrated Project 10 (SIP-
10), the details of which currently
remain rather vague.

In conclusion, may I remind

you all that our next Convention is
taking place at Gallagher Estate in
Midrand, and will run from the 5th
to the 8th of October. We will have a
good spread of papers covering the
theme "MOVING TOWARDS
SOUTHERN AFRICA'S ELECTRI-
CITY NETWORKS OF THE
FUTURE™.

I am sure there will something
beneficial for you in many of the
papers and the discussions which
will follow and I look forward to
meeting up with you during the sess-
ions and social events.

Wind Power

ACCORDING fo the Global
Wind Energy Councll (GWEC),
additional wind-generated
capacity in 2013 increased
by some 35GW from the 2012
total figure of 283GW, world-
wide. Europe's installed capa-
city is about 117GW with the
United Kingdom the largest
generator - having some
3.6GW of the total. Much of
the capaclly is located off-
shore where winds are gener-
ally stronger and blow more
consistently, aithough on an
annual basis the actual use-
able capacily can be as low
as 20% of the installed rating.
